(Mona looks at Jerome and interrupts him.) 
MONA: “Oh, wow! That sounds fun. I love to go bowling.  I’ll ask my Mom if I can 
come”. 
 
JEROME: “O.K. Mona, I sure hope…” 
 
MONA: “Okay bye Jerome.  See you later.” 
(Mona exits.) 
 
(Jerome shouts out at Mona as she leaves.)
