ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Applications received by February 1, 2024
will be given first consideration. Applications
will continue to be accepted after this date,
however, until the program is full. In order to
meet the criteria of a successful application,
the following supporting documents are
required:
* Ontario Secondary School Certificate (OSSC) or

an Ontario Secondary School Diploma (OSSD) or

a Certificate of Accomplishment, equivalent, or
mature student

* Demonstration of academic needs that require
curriculum modification in order to succeed (i.e.
Individual Education Plan (IEP), Annual Education
Plan (AEP), Psychological Educational Assessment,
or other supporting documentation)

* Two confidential references

* Meet criteria based on an introductory conversation and
skills assessment component to determine program
suitability; additional meetings may be required to
assess unique individual needs.
